Main points

I. Add Page 20 - 7. New multi-use paths will have standard built width of 3.0 metres (minimum width of 2.5 metres).
II. Add Newstead Map - Include gully walkway & path from city to Newstead primary school.
III. NZTA is building a access route in Gully between Cherry Lane & Matangi Rd
First - we need to clarify the different types of cyclist.

I. Tourist, Children and novices. The highest priority is to protect weaker modes of transport, particularly where vehicles create a danger by their greater weight and speed.

II. Commuter cycling – normally they take the most direct route
III. Biking for fitness / sport -. Their speed tends to be high for cyclist often cruising at 30km/hr on the flat and higher than 50 km/hr on downhill runs. They tend to cycle on-road.

Page 133: D.1.a. Width - 3 m (10 ft) is the standard width for a two-way multi-use path ... The minimum width is 2.4 m (8 ft). However, 2.4 m wide multi-use paths are not recommended

Page 8: The minimum width of a two-way cycle track in Copenhagen is 3.5 m if it is part of the PLUS net, otherwise not less than 2.5 m (one of the few stated norms in the Road Standards).

Include gully walkway that runs from the Newstead School on SH26 through to Vaile Rd 
Include multi-usepath from city along-side Ruakura Rd / Morrinsville Rd to Newstead primary school

Reason:
* Employment area corner Ruakura Rd is one on largest in the Waikato.

* Good number of students at Newstead school, are children from people working at corner Ruakura/SH26, having the option of walking / cycling reduce the risk of motor vehicle crashes outside school gate, from right turn movements out of School gate.

* Many more people visit Hamilton cemetery than stay there, having the option of walking / cycling reduce the risk of motor vehicle crashes from right turn movements in/out of Cemetery entrance.
