A cycle skills instructor is expected to be able to:


- demonstrate knowledge of road environments such as holding a current drivers licence;


- demonstrate cycling experience in complex road traffic conditions;


- hold a current First Aid certificate; and, when working with schoolchildren, undertake a police check.

2
Definitions


Organisational requirements refer to policy and procedures of the cycle skills training organisation, and include compliance with any applicable legislation, standards, and codes.

Guideline for cycle skills instructors is Cyclist skills training – a guide for the set-up and delivery of cyclist training in New Zealand, available from New Zealand Transport Agency, http://www.ltsa.govt.nz/road-user-safety/walking-and-cycling/cyclist-skills-training . 

Local roads are non-through routes with less than 2,000 vehicles per day

Collector/Connector routes are through routes without cycle lanes carrying more than 2,000 vehicles per day at less than 60km/h operating speeds.

Arterial roads are through routes with cycle lanes carrying more than 8,000 vehicles per day at 60km/h plus operating speeds.

The Official New Zealand Road Code (the Code) and Official New Zealand Code for Cyclists are guides to New Zealand’s traffic law and safe driving practices and do not fully reflect the legal requirements of the Land Transport Road User Rule 2004.

Element 1

Demonstrate knowledge of legal requirements of cyclists in road traffic environments.
Performance criteria

1.1 The legal requirements for roadworthy cycles are explained.
1.2 The legal requirements for cycle helmets are described in terms of the standard to be met, the conditions of legal compliance, and exemptions that may apply.

1.3 Understanding of the Official New Zealand Code for Cyclists is demonstrated by behaviour in road traffic environments.
Element 2

Apply knowledge of road traffic situations as a cycle skills instructor.
Performance criteria

2.1
Knowledge of road hierarchy is applied in road traffic situations to develop on-road routes for cycle skills training sessions.

Range
road hierarchy – local roads, collector/connector routes, arterial roads.

2.2
Road traffic volumes are read in terms of low, medium or high.
2.3
Risk from other road users is assessed and managed in time to avoid or reduce risk.

2.4
Risk to other road users is assessed and managed in time to avoid or reduce risk.

2.5
Road awareness is applied in road traffic situations and demonstrates ability to manage traffic conditions.


Range
may include but not limited to – traffic controlling devices, network configuration, traffic volumes, differing weather, road hazards, roadside hazards. 
Please note
